AIR RACING

The editor has long been fascinated with the 19280 air-racing
era and the planes and pilots that participatetase events. So, |
thought | would begin writing some articles abd early builders,
racers and airplanes. First, is the Granville Beos from Springfield,
Massachusetts. Their aircraft company built 1fdéht models
including the R1, which Jimmy Doolittle made famanghe 1932
Clevland Air Races. In this article, | cover thigist five models, the
Model A, Model X, Model B, Model C and Model D.

The Granville Brothers

Granville Brothers Aircraft was an aircraft manufacturer in
operation from 1929 until their bankruptcy in 193%ey were located
at the Springfield Airport in Springfield, Massadetts. The Granville
Brothers, Zantford, Thomas, Robert, Mark and Edveaedbest known
for the production of the three Gee Bee Super Sportir racers.
Following is a chronological list of the airplanbsilt by Granville
Brothers Aircraft.

The Model A was the first in a line of sport planes and racers
produced by the Granville Brothers. The prototypes wiesigned and
built by Zantford (Granny) Granville at the EastsdBmn Airport and
had many innovative features such as side-by-&dgrg to promote

conversation, "overhead" control sticks so thatparbbe could be used
in the winter, full-span ailerons, etc. Eighteentlodse biplanes were
built, most in a plant provided by the GranvillesSpringfield, MA.
Two survive.

The Gee Bee model-Xwas designed in 1930 to race in the Cirrus
Engine Company sponsored "All American Flying Dé(betroit to
Los Angeles and return). The Model X was originatlamed the
"Dragonfly" as seen on a few rare pictures justrafieing painted. Just
before the All American Air Derby in 1930, the nanvas changed to
Sportster, and repainted on the vertical fin. Than@illes referred to
the single seat Sportsters as "Junior Sportstarsf,the model Y’s as
"Senior Sportsters".

Gee Bee ModeX, NR49V

The model-X had an inverted supercharg@@hp Cirrus engine, and in
1930 it was uncommon to have a supercharger iadtalh such a small
engine. Lowell R. Bayles was to fly the new Gee Bethe Cirrus

Derby. Lowell Bayles flew a great race but could beat Lee Gehlbach
and his Little Rocket, and took second place wittagerage speed of
116.40 mph and shared the second place prize nafrg®;000 with
Zantford Granville. Lowel Bayles purchased the model X after the race
with his share of the purse.

In early 1931 Lowell Bayles flew his model X as thain attraction for
the "Brinton's Flying Circus" which consisted opkanes, 6 pilots, 1
truck driver and a truck with a speaker system. direus toured from
North Carolina southward.

This aircraft was later converted to the model Rfiguration by
installing a 135 hp Fairchild 6-390. NR49V was lagtile stunting at
the dedication of Cromwell Field (Burlington, Verntpin September
of 1931. Roscoe Brinton, the pilot successfullydzhbut.

The Gee Bee Model-Bwas purchased by Harold Moon of
Philadelphia for $4980. The model B featured a re@wling gear with
shocks and fairings. The cowling was also differttan that of the X.
It was painted two tones of brown that were sepdray a 1/2 inch red
stripe, a paint scheme featured on the 1930 Packard

The Gee Bee Model B, NR 854Y

The aircraft was monogrammed with "Myodine" whichsathe name
of his company. On 11/15/1932 Mr. Moon sold theraift to Edith
Bernson. Edith had the engine upgraded to a 12&idRs Ensign, at
which time the fuel capacity was reduced to 30.Boga for weight
considerations. The last report of the aircraft e&83/1933 inspection
report that cites 152 hours of flight time. It iswored that thairplane
was sold to an overseas customer in Spain. O#panrts indicate the
airplane was used in the Spanish Civil War and flyasg until the
late 1940'’s.

The Gee Bee Model C. #chased by George Rand of New York, it
was painted coca-cola red and white. A runningteifthe Menasco
logo) was featured on the airplanes side. Afteivdgf, the aircraft
was returned to the factory and the larger fin ardtler developed for
the Model D was installed. It is clear that thepkine was not
upgraded to the Model D configuration (the 95 hpnikro B-4 was
retained and wheel pants were omitted), howeveraihglane was
placed in the standard category on a 'one-timesbagth ATC404 as
the supporting data. The aircrafts identificatiarmiper was changed to
NC855Y.

On 10-1-1931, Mr Rand sold the airplane to Harryl BHNew York,
NY for $800 and a J-5 Waco Taperwing. The airplasas destroyed
in a fatal accident at Jersey City, New Jersey®23-31.

The Gee Bee Model D.Zantford (Granny) Granville flew the Model
D to air shows and races in the spring of 1931 w8iking equipment

controlled by a trigger on the joystick was ingdllnd "Gee Bee" was
scrawled across the sky over Manhattan. The pehese was Blue &

Cream separated by a red pin stripe. A pantherpaaged on the aft
fuselage and a pirate on the cowl. The model Dufedt a larger

vertical fin and rudder than it's predecessorsaisd had a fully faired

landing gear. ATC404 was cancelled after the Gibasvivent out of

business.

Gee Bee Model D NC11043

Bob Hall flew "the cat" to 1st place in event #4tbé 1931 National
Air Races. This was a 25sm race for certified aftorvith a 400 cubic
inch or smaller engine. Mrs Mae Haizlip placed 2mdwo events of



the 1931 National Air Races. Bill Rausch raced thirplane in the
1932 Nationals.
NC11043 was lost in 1935 killing pilot Channing Begy.
