| thought I'd give you some information | learnedhish might
save some time when selecting your engine for taagplanes.

This is just my opinion and others will take exéeptand jump all
over my bones. But, the merits of engine seleatidihalways be a
topic of discussion in the lawn chairs at the field

Here are my thoughts!

Do you go with glow engines, or gas? Do you use-$tvoke or
four-stroke? | fly all these combinations, butel'found different
applications suitable for each engine. Maybe matagy will save
you some time and money in engine selection.

The least expensive initial up front investmentig-stroke glow
engine. No question that .40 to .60 size 2-strelkgines, is the
only way to go for airplanes less then seven pounfectric
power in this sizeis cleaner, but electric has achmhigher
initial cost for the motor, speed control, battand charger.

When you get in the .91 to 2.20 2-stroke size esgjigou have to
be aware that these engines are not very fueliaitic The big
advantage is performance and lighter weight. has unusual to
use a gallon of fuel a weekend at about $22.00QL%86 nitro. At
this rate, the lower initial engine cost is easitgsed.

Although a 4-stroke engine will cost on averagesdf0 dollars
over a similar sized 2-stroke engine, I've founi &% value. |
have a .91 4-stroke on my RV-4 and a 1.20 4-starkemy J-3
Cub. Neither airplane is high performance, but theel

consumption is not even half of a large 2-strokgiren For me,
these airplanes are a pleasure to fly. They offasonable fuel
consumption, long life and the cool 4-stroke soufitiey turn with
higher torque offerings at lower RPM's, and canngwa larger
propeller. This is my choice of engine in the 8 ®pound range.

For the really big airplanes, regardless if they performance or
not, gas is the way to go. Gas engines are the mgstnsive to
buy initially, but the fuel bill is only a few buslka gallon. Like 4-
stroke glow engines, they offer high torque at lobR@M's. There
is no question, gas engines should be used oraa@plthat weight
over 12 pounds or larger than 1/4 scale. Mostegagnes today
are a simple 2-stroke design available with eithagneto or
electronic ignition. A gas engine will last yearsithw little



maintenance.

There is no "right answer" for the best set up, Iiugo with 4-
stroke glow most of the time.

Lipo C Ratings
This month we will look at C ratings and at whatiyget when you
pay more for batteries with a higher C rating.

First what does a lipo battery's C rating tell u&?450 mAh lipo

battery rated 20 C can theoretically deliver 2Ceinits capacity, in
this example 450 mAh times 20 or 9.0 amps and m@intoltage

between 4.2 and 3.2 volts per cell. A 450 mAhdrgittated at 30C
will deliver 30 times its capacity, in this caseD4BAh times 30 or
13.5 amps while maintaining voltage above 3.2 voltSo the
higher the C rating the faster the battery canvdelits energy to
the motor and servos.

Since both batteries are rated at 450 mAh theybwilh deliver the
same total energy, the C rating only indicates hrapidly the

battery can deliver its energy. A 450-mAh batteily deliver 450

milli-amps in one hour, which would be a 1C disdwarate. If

you discharge it in 30 minutes that is a 2C disghaate. So our
20 C means we can discharge it in 60 minutes divide20 for 3

minutes. The 30 C pack can deliver its load irdBded by 30 or
2 minutes.

If you are flying an indoor airplane that only neetl5 amps to
hover you might say a 10C battery is all you ne8atteries with
higher discharge rates (higher C ratings) have fowmernal
resistance. That means you get more of the eneugyof the
battery instead of creating more heat in the battefhis also
means the voltage will remain higher than a pacth wiigher
internal resistance. Since the motor turns basetth® voltage the



result is the prop will be capable of spinning éaghroughout the
flight.

Lets look at some actual numbers. My Nexus indolane has
an “AX| 2203/46” motor rated at 1720 KV. | used & volt 450
mAh battery rated at 20 C and ran it at full tHeofor 1 minute.
Here are the results. The voltage at 30 secondstlg run was
6.48 pulling 7.7 amps, and after one-minute voltdgepped to
6.36 at 7.4 amps. It had produced 121 mA in thaute. The at-
rest voltage after the test was 7.69.

Next | tried a 7.4 volt 400 mAh battery rated at@@nd ran the
same test. After 30 seconds the volts was 6.88hgul0.5 amps
and after one minute the volts dropped to 6.77.4#ps. It had
delivered 153 mA in that one minute and the at veiage after
the test was 7.74.

The results were that the 30 C battery delivereth 260re mA,

121 verses 153. At the end of the one minute her80 C battery
it was making 8.7 amp exceeded the 7.7 amps fo2@h€ when it
was only 30 seconds into the test and well mora tha 7.4 amps
at the end of the test.

A battery with a higher C rating will have lowetténnal resistance
and will run cooler since less of the energy is\éar into heat in
the battery. The battery will be able to delivégher voltage
throughout the flight meaning more power availdblethe motor.

But wait there is more. The 30 C battery used@test is rate for
a 5 C charge! This means you can charge the 400 pa&k at 2
amps rather than the traditional 1C rate. If yauehthree of these
packs and can charge them at 2 amps you shoulblbeaafly all
night just flying and charging. That is a charpattis 5 times
faster than a 1 C pack, which is the standard. gdur charger
lets you charge to 90% capacity you could get ki whly 2 packs
since you could charge your pack in about 9 minutes

If you have been flying packs rated at 13, 15 oCl&sk a friends
if you can try one of their 30 C packs. Just bego set a timer
though because that pack will likely deliver stropgwer right
until you hit low voltage cut offt The higher Cted batteries
might be just what you need to perfect your howgrilfNow get
your airplane ready and lets try some new battemeBriday night.

BUILDING NEWS

DYNEX 2.4
If you have some bind-and-fly airplanes that arting beyond
repair consider taking the gear out and buildimga airplane. At
E-Fest 2010 we saw a micro flyer offered by DynaRoeamy
called DYNEX 2.4. It looked like what everyone Hhmsesen waiting
for; a micro flyer that flies like a bigger airpkan| resisted and did
not buy one at E-Fest telling myself that the indesason was
almost over. But before | left Champaign | stoppétheir booth
to make a purchase only to find they were sold out.

When | got home on Sunday | ordered one on line fitoe
manufacturer. It arrived Thursday and that evenitogk the gear
out of a new Park Zone P-51 Mustang. Every thiog yeed is in
the Mustang except for one additional aileron servdecided to
get two of the new 1.7-gram servos since they lasigghtly
longer travel. The airplane is a treat to buildjoes together very
quickly, much faster than scraping the glue offref small parts
after removing them from the Mustang.

The only addition | made was a pair of micro wheseld could fly
it from the soccer floor, not just the gym flodvline weighed in at
30 grams without battery and 35 grams with thelll1¢&#®-mAh
battery. | was excited to have it built and re&afly in about 2
hours including taking the parts out of the Mustaige airplane
is made with 2 mm Depron, and it has all of thdoarrod, heat
shrink, steel wire and the control horns nicelykaakin the Kkit.
The packing was excellent and it even arrived &itBD, which
had video of the airplane in-flight and 4 pagebuifding
directions.

Friday night | got to try the little airplane amila word it is
excellent. It hovers at 50 to 60% throttle and elsily pull out
even after 4 minutes of flying. The high alphaliliis rock solid;
knife-edge is very stable with no pull or push.eTnly issue
noted was builder induced, the right thrust | adpedthe
directions was right thrust when view from the bott left thrust
when viewed from the pilots seat. | have sinceented the thrust
and flew it in the front yard. Results were exeetland it was
even easier to hover.

The kit is about $35 and if you have a P-51 or ev&ukhoi you
can get in the air with only a $20 servo.
